3. Properly Name and Tag Your Images�It's very tedious and dull, but if you don't tag your images, there's no point in having a Flickr account for marketing purposes. As users search for images, say on Google, or any other search engine, they have better chances of coming across your images if they are properly tagged. The use of good keywords for the titles, tags, and descriptions is absolutely essential. Also, in the descriptions you can include URLs and direct users to your company website, or any other external resource. Here lies the main marketing power of Flickr, and the reason why if used properly, it could greatly enhance your profits. 



Use Groups

4. Participate in Groups�There are lots of companies that already are on Flickr, maybe even some in your own industry. By joining groups and participating actively, you network and create valuable business ties, which will come in handy when you want to exchange links, collaborate on projects, and do business in general. Remember, keeping yourself isolated will not help your business grow. Companies need these connections to thrive.

6. Take Advantage of Stats�You may request for stats to be activated for your account. This should take 24 hours. Once you have access to your stats you'll be able to see metrics on the overall views of your photos, but more importantly on referrals. These allow you to see who is sending traffic to your photo collections.
